Grammar Essentials (inside back cover)
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Introduction

a) History

Russian is spoken as the mother tongue of
some 150 million people and fluently as a second
language by a further 60 million. The language
is Indo-European and most closely resembles
Byelorussian and Ukrainian, with which it forms
the East Slavonic group within the Slav family.
All three are written with Cyrillic alphabets
modelled on Greek.

During the pre-Kievan period, the main
sources of borrowings were Germanic languages,
particularly Gothic and Old Norse. In the
Kievan period, however, loanwords entered the
vernacular primarily from Old Church Slavonic
and from Byzantine Greek. The earliest Old
Church Slavonic texts date from the ninth
century and these exerted a strong influence on
the literary language in Russia. The written word
was introduced together with Christianity towards
the end of the 10th century, primarily for religious
purposes or writing historical material. Many
words in modern literary Russian are therefore
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History of Russian

closer in form to the modern Bulgarian language
than to Ukrainian or Belarussian, but slowly
East Slavonic forms became used for secular
documents.

After the Mongol invasion, Russia was
for a long period under the influence of the
Golden Horde and changes which occurred in
Ukrainian and Byelorussian, in the Lithuanian
sphere of influence, did not happen. However,
the vernacular of the conquered remained firmly
Slavic. Altaic borrowings in Russian relate mostly
to commerce and the military. In struggles against
the Tartars, the Muscovy region played a leading
role in achieving the independence of Russia,
unified with Moscow as its capital by the late
15th century.

During the reign of Peter the Great in the
mid-18th century, Lomonosov produced a
Russian grammar, including a middle style
which formed the basis for the modern standard
language. The political reforms of Peter the Great
were accompanied by a reform of the alphabet,
with goals of secularization and Westernization.
Blocks of specialized vocabulary were adopted
from the languages of Western Europe. Most of
the modern naval vocabulary, for example, is of
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Dutch origin. Latin, French, and German words
entered Russian for the intellectual categories of
the age of enlightenment. Greek words already
in the language through Church Slavonic were
refashioned to reflect post-Renaissance European
rather than Byzantine pronunciation. By 1800, a
significant portion of the gentry spoke French on
an everyday basis.

At the same time, there began explicit
attempts to fashion a modern literary language
as a compromise between Church Slavonic,
the native vernacular, and the style of Western
Europe. The writers Lomonosov, Derzhavin, and
Karamzin made notable efforts in this respect,
but the final synthesis belongs to Pushkin and his
contemporaries in the first third of the nineteenth
century.

Spurred perhaps by the so-called Slavophilism,
some Westernisms fashionable during the
eighteenth century now passed out of use and
formerly vernacular forms entered the literature
as the “speech of the people”. Borrowings of
political, scientific and technical terminology
continued. By about 1900, commerce and fashion
ensured the first wave of mass adoptions from
English.
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History of Russian

The political upheavals of the early twentieth
century and the wholesale changes of political
ideology gave written Russian its modern
appearance after the spelling reform of 1918. The
effusive formulae of politeness characteristic of
the pre-revolutionary upper classes was removed.
The system of schooling from the 1930s ensured
a fairly stable maintenance of Russian into the
1980s.

The collapse of 1990-91 loosened the
shackles. In the face of economic uncertainties
and difficulties within the educational system, the
language changed rapidly. Fashion for ways and
things Western prompted a wave of adoptions,
mostly from English, and sometimes for words
with exact native equivalents. At the same time,
the growing public presence of the Russian
Orthodox Church and public debate about the
history of the nation gave new impetus to the most
archaic Church Slavonic stratum of the language.

The language is indeed very conservative,
with three genders and six cases, but like the
other members of the Slavonic family does not
have definite or indefinite articles. Of particular
interest is the use of imperfective and perfective
forms of verbs, common to Slavonic languages.

When Russian is spoken at normal speed there
are differences from the above in the actual
pronunciation. It is important to remember
that each word has a heavy stress on one of the
syllables, marked in the present dictionary with a
" symbol over the vowel (not applied with single

syllable words). With o the sound is oh when
stressed but otherwise it is spoken as ah. In words
with € this syllable always takes the emphasis.

Soft consonants contain a y sliding sound, as in
ch(y)eck, but all except x, i and m also combine
with the y component in e, &, 10 and 11, to give the
same sliding effect. With these three exceptions
the y is not pronounced.

In the middle and at the ends of words, voiced
consonants become unvoiced, as in Boaka (votka
for vodka) and Yexos (Chye-haf for Chekhov).

Grammar

a) Introduction

If you want to be able to speak Russian
with any degree of natural fluency, a long list of
phrases for set situations is not of real practical
help. You need to understand exactly what you are
saying - within the limits set by your command
of syntax - and to make your own sentences
from simple beginnings. To start, all you require
is the basic grammar. Natural addition of single
words to your active vocabulary, as and when the
opportunity or necessity arise, will then gradually
increase the scope of your language ability.

One feature of Russian shared in common
with such mainland European languages as
German and French, is the division into polite
and normal speech, the latter used within the
family and with close friends. Basically it is wise
to always use the polite/plural form eI for ‘you’
at the beginning and perhaps slip into familiar/
singular ThI as you make friends. It is up to the
elder person to make the decision to move to the
‘thou’ form.

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b) Parts of Speech
i) NOUNS

Russian nouns have genders, masculine,
feminine and neuter, which can generally be
determined from the word ending. Whereas
masculine nouns most frequently end in a
consonant or -if, an -a or a -1 denote feminine
(except with mama for dad, msins for uncle and
mens names) and -e and -0 are neuter.

Most of the awkward group ending in b are
feminine (all those with -ub, -#b or -mb) but
some are masculine and therefore the gender of
these words has been indicated in the dictionary.
Nouns with a foreign origin which have -, -or
-endings are neuter unless they are peoples
names, when the sex determines the gender.

Plurals are formed depending on the gender
and the last letter. With words ending in -6,-B,-
11,-3,~J1,-M,-M,-11,-P,-C,-T, -(p, or -11, or any of these
plus -a, the plural ending is -b1. With -b, -if, or -s1,
they are replaced by -u. With -r,-k,-X,-,-4, -111,
or -uy, or any of these plus -a, the plural ending
is also -u. Neuter nouns replace -o with -a, and
change the stress, and -e with -s1.

v) VERBS

It is very important to realise from the
beginning that Russian verbs have two aspects:
imperfective and perfective. Imperfect actions
are those which are ongoing or not finished while
perfect actions are those which are finished.

Imperfective (non-completed)verbs are used
to explain what we usually do, repeated actions,
habits, or what is or was happening. A perfective
(completed) verb is used for a finished action and
therefore cannot be used in the present, since if
you finish something it is already in the past. For
the future tense, both imperfective and perfective
forms are conceivable, with the distinction
between what will be continuing and what will
be finished.

The infinitives of the vast majority of
verbs have endings with -Te. Standard types
1 and 2 have stems plus -aTe and -uTs,
respectively. While these are generally conjugated
regularly, independent of whether imperfective or
perfective, there are some with irregular endings.
There are also a number of irregular verbs, with
stems plus -TH. Present tense endings also serve
as future endings for perfective verbs.
